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JOHN DUTSON 

 

Our great friend and clubmate John Dutson died on 27 February 2009. Over 200 people, many in cycling 

garb, attended Eastbourne Crematorium to pay their respects to John at his funeral and celebrate his highly 

successful life.  

 

John took a keen interest in cycling as a teenager, exploring the lanes around his Uckfield home. He enjoyed 

the sense of adventure and freedom that cycling gave him, and he soon developed an ability to ride fast and 

to notch up really long distances.  

 

He joined Uckfield & District CC and before long became one of their star riders, regularly winning time-

trials in the 1950s and 1960s. One of his greatest successes was in recording the very first ñunder-the-hourò 

ride for 25 miles in East Sussex. He took several Sussex time-trial titles and travelled the country to take part 

in national championships, achieving many high placings.  

 

Riders of Johnôs era have vivid memories of his exceptional ride in the Eastbourne Rovers Diamond Jubilee 

ñ50ò in 1954. This was no pancake-flat TT along dragstrip roads, but effectively a hilly event starting near 

Polegate and heading up through Horam to Cross-in-Hand and beyond. The Herald Chronicle of the day 

talked about John as follows: ñThis well-known Uckfield rider proved his supreme fitness with an 

astonishing ride of 2.7.11, treating the hills as if they did not exist and liquidating the old course record by 

over 20 minutes.ò It should also be noted that, despite the hilly terrain, John elected to ride an 80-odd fixed 

for this event, and he covered the first (mainly uphill) 25 miles in slightly over 61 minutes! 

 

Johnôs club in the 1950s, Uckfield & District CC, seemed to be winning every team award on offer, and of 

course John was one of their regular winning trio. One season, there was one final event they had their sights 

on, but John was due to go to Essex to start his National Service. Well, strings were pulled ï mainly by John 

himself ï and he amazingly managed to get his National Service postponed by two months just so that he 

could ride that race and help his club bring home the team award. 

 

During his time in the Army, he raced for the Army Cycling Union and, because he was such a classy rider, 

he was allowed time off to train and race. There was every chance he would win the forthcoming Army 

Championship ñ25ò and bring prestige to his camp, but the race was due to take place near Bristol and his 

camp was in Essex. John managed to persuade his Major to allow him to ride the Championship. ñWellò, 

said the Major, ñIôll give you two weeks off to cycle there, ride your race and cycle backò. He just couldnôt 

have imagined that John could easily have cycled that sort of distance ï there and back including riding the 

time-trial - in a day, if heôd wanted to! ñThank you very much, Sirò, said John, and he proceeded to cycle 

home for a few daysô unofficial leave, ride to the event, cycle home for a few more days, then ride back to 

barracks to present his winnerôs trophy to the Major! 

 

When Uckfield & District CC folded, John raced for Central Sussex CC for several years, also joining 

Eastbourne Rovers as a second-claim member. He continued to regularly achieve time-trial wins well into 

the 1960s. 

 

And yet, despite all his successes on the road, he was as modest as they come. He never wanted to talk about 

his many racing wins. He had that hesitating way of mentioning events he rode. Youôd ask him:  

ñHow did you do in that event, John?ò ñOh, not too badly!ò  

ñWere you in the prizes?ò ñYes, I was.ò 

ñWhat was youôre placing, John?ò Then almost apologetically: ñWell, actually, I won it!ò  

 

When Johnôs racing days were over, he set about giving as much time and effort as he could to assisting 

with the organisation of the sport. He was the best marshal or race helper you could hope to have. If he took 

on a task, he would give it 100% and every organiser knew that John could be totally relied upon. 
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When John was asked to produce directional and warning signs for the ESCA ñ100ò, he set about the job 

with relish. Together with the race organiser, John helped produce no fewer than 100 enormous bright 

yellow signs made from estate agentsô boards which are still in use today. They can be seen a mile off and 

not only do they show the riders which way to go, they undoubtedly contribute to ridersô safety on the road. 

 

John organised dozens of outings and many memorable holidays for his friends. The holidays were mainly 

in France, and often they went to watch the Tour. Many of Johnôs favourite cycling holidays were run by the 

specialist holiday company The Chaingang. 

 

John also ran Sunday morning rides for several years, starting at his Hailsham home. These were organised 

with precision: we would miraculously turn up at the tea-room bang on opening time and it was obvious he 

knew every single tiny lane in Sussex like the back of his hand! Although these rides took place over 20 

years after Johnôs heyday, it was evident to the casual observer just what a stylish rider he was. He had his 

own seemingly effortless way of riding and was in perfect harmony with his machine. He was also a model 

of safe cycling, always alert to dangers on the road and never taking risks. That said, he was a super-fast and 

fearless descender ï though always fully in control. 

 

John had so many strings to his bow, it would be impossible to list them all. However, two more of his 

achievements are very worthy of mention. Many years ago, John was one of the instigators of the revival of 

the Eastbourne & Hailsham section of the CTC. And he was also a highly valued ranger on his much-loved 

Cuckoo Trail for several years. 

 

Over the past few years, John was a regular rider up the Trail to Wessonôs caf® in Horam as often as he 

could, and certainly on at least two days per week. Virtually nothing could keep John away from his regular 

bash with his friends up and down the Trail. And when cycling began to get a bit hard for John, there was 

still nothing stopping him: up he popped with an electric bike to enable him to continue to enjoy the 

outdoors and the camaraderie that cycling offers. 

 

John leaves behind his family who were as devoted to him as he was devoted to them. Eastbourne Rovers 

Cycling Club offers its condolences to Johnôs wife Pam, his stepson Chris who has been a Rover for many 

years, and all of Johnôs family. 

 

John was one of those oh-so-rare people who you could be totally at home with as soon as you meet them. 

He was a great friend and clubmate, and always cheerful, with a lovely smile on his face and a twinkle in his 

eye.   

 

He will be very fondly remembered and sorely missed by us all in Eastbourne Rovers Cycling Club. It was a 

real privilege to have known him.

After 6 events Eastbourne Rovers has 3 riders in the provisional rankings ï Peter Moon in 7th place with 269 points, 

Iain Brogden in 19th place with 118 points and Kevin Burton in 28th place with 94 points.
